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Abstract

The much awaited provisional results of Census 2011 of India has brought the debate of declining sex ratio, particularly Child Sex Ratio (CSR) centre stage. While the CSR of all India is 914, in Odisha it is 934, which is a fall of 19 points when compared with the 2001 Census. What is alarming is the fact that some of the tribal districts of the state have also shown a decline in CSR in Odisha. There is a need to understand the complexity of the trends and causes of the decline in CSR despite the PCPNDT Act in place. The issue needs to be addressed with all seriousness by all stakeholders - government departments, civil society organisations, legal functionaries, medical fraternity, PRIs, SHGs, women's groups and others.
